two ghettos and four concentration camps only to lose his entire family
during the war. Despite the deep personal devastation, Basner
returned to Riga in 1945 and remained there until he immigrated to the
United States in 1980.

As a survivor, Basner knew the importance of keeping Jewish culture
alive. When he came to the U.S., he brought Yiddish with him,
dedicating his life to preserving the language and culture. A
credentialed teacher, Basner has taught Yiddish throughout Los
Angeles and Orange Counties and, as a recognized expert in the
language, he has been invited to lecture in Switzerland, Israel, Germany
and Latvia. Basner is the recipient of several awards for his passionate
work in keeping this endangered language alive.

Today, Mitch Gaylord is a motivational coach and fitness expert as
well as a journalist/broadcaster for FOX Sports and the Anchor for
the 2009 Maccabiah Games in Israel.

One and a half million Jewish children | /M
perished in the Holocaust. Because of the :
kindness of strangers, often righteous
gentiles, there were those Jewish children
who survived.
